Paper Archives Assistant   

The Paper Archives Assistant will assist with the processing and cataloging of a several series in the BDM 

Archives. The assistant will also have the opportunity to answer reference inquiries, assist researchers in the 

SGGL, and participate in the day-to-day management of a library & archives.  

 

Photo Archives Assistant 

The Photo Archives Assistant will assist with the appraising, arranging, describing, preserving, and cataloging of 

photographs in the BDM Photo Archives--a 3000 element collection of exhibition and event photographs taken 

throughout the MCAAHC & BDM’s history. The assistant will focus on re-housing materials and creating series-

level descriptions. 

 

ASSISTANT QUALIFICATIONS 

Applicants must be undergraduate students (part-time or full-time) at any college or university in 

Maryland. Applicants should have a background or a keen interest in one or more of the following 

disciplines:  library/information studies, archival management, museum studies, African American 

studies, or American history.
